My name is Matt Latiolais and I have a Traumatic Brain Injury (TBI) from an accident, at 31 years old.  I was working in a lumber mill on Nov. 19, 2009 and a board got stuck in the machine.  I jumped up to free it and then fell 3 feet, hitting my left temple against a control panel, and fracturing my skull.


I lost the ability to speak, eat, and to use my right leg or arm.  I had to start from scratch and relearn everything.  Three years ago I was in a wheelchair- then I was using a walker, then a cane, and now nothing!

I am still healing and recovering.  I have come a long ways, but I still have a long way to go.  The thing I struggle with the most is my aphasia, which is difficulty with expressive communication.  St. Rose changed my life.  Working with others in the Writing Group and the Communication Group has helped me miraculously!
